Facts about idling 
• Canadian motorists idle their vehicles an 

average of 5-10 minutes per day 
• If every Canadian driver avoided idling 5 

minutes per day we would save 2.5 
million L of fuel worth over $1.8 million 

• If every driver avoided idling for 5 
minutes per day we would prevent more 
than 2.2 million tonnes of carbon dioxide 

from entering the atmosphere. 
• service delivery vehicles spend 20-60% 
of their time idling-...its lost money that 

gets them nowhere. 
• idling is harder on diesel engines than 

restarting and driving
